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SOCIAL IDENTITY AS A FACTOR OF STRESS RESISTANCE
IN THE INFORMATION SOCIETY

It is proposed to consider social identity among the factors that increase stress
resistance.As arguments, a review of numerous foreign studies of stress reactions in
an evaluative situation in people with an actualized social and personal identity is
given.The absence of similar studies in the Russian sample is emphasized.To get
acquainted with the structure of typical foreign studies, a description of the design of
the experiment is given (10 stages 2*2*5).
