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Franconian nobility in the Age of Reformation and the «just war» concept.
Statement of the problem

Abstract. The article studies the local conflict between Franz von Sickingen and Archbishop
of Trier, known as Knights’ Revolt of 1522-1523. The conflict was a typical medieval feud, but its’
leaders were intended to strengthen the position of the lower nobility in the Empire. Due to the
breadth of their objectives, the rebellion was considered as a proper enterprise of «loyal vassals»
aimed at resisting the emerging territorial authority and strengthening the authority of the Emperor
— the head of nobility. Such program required to employ concepts different to that of the feudal
rights to private war, the concepts focused on conferring legitimacy to the rebels’ actions and adapt-
ing these concepts to political conditions in the South-West Germany in the period of early Refor-
mation.

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«Oberlin College in the United States: the development
of social relations in the mid-nineteenth century»

Abstract. The article examines interdependence of establishment of the Oberlin College and
the beginning of large-scale changes both in social and educational spheres. The author researches
two social groups most affected by the college establishment: women and black community. The
article considers qualitative changes in social life and the role of women in education and focuses
on active involvement of black population to certain spheres of life.
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
