ADVANTAGES OF SOCIALLY ORIENTED
NGOS OVER STATE SOCIAL SUPPORT, POSSIBILITY
OF DENATIONALIZATION OF SOCIAL SERVICES
SOCIAL SERVICES

Socially-oriented non-profit organizations (NPOs) play an im-
portant role in the sphere of social services, providing assistance and
support to groups in need. In the modern world, more and more people
turn to NPOs for help, and this is not accidental - such organizations
are often more effective and responsive to social problems than state
structures. The denationalization of social services is becoming an in-
creasingly important topic in modern society. The transfer of certain
functions of assistance and support from the state to non-profit organ-
izations can bring many benefits both for the service itself and for cit-
izens in general. This article will examine the key advantages of so-
cially-oriented NPOs over state social support and the possibilities of
developing a non-state approach to solving social problems.

The article analyzes the comparative advantages of NPOs in the
market of social service providers from the point of view of the theory
of intersectoral partnership and formation of mixed systems of public
goods production

The article presents an analysis of the comparative advantages of
NGOs in the market of social service providers from the point of view
of the theory of intersectoral partnership and the formation of mixed
systems of public goods production, as well as the results of testing
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some provisions of the theory on the Russian empirical base accumu-
lated within the framework of monitoring the state of civil society. The
combination of theoretical analysis with reference to empirical data
allows us to get an idea of the readiness of Russian SONCOs to take
advantage of the regulatory and legal framework created by the state,
to take a prominent place among the providers of social services mar-
ket, as well as to outline measures to strengthen the role of NCOs in
this market.
